ArtWorks 2010 Assistant Teaching Artist
Position Description

Young Audiences of Northeast Ohio is accepting applications for Assistant Teaching Artists in the
Summer 2010 ArtWorks program. ArtWorks is an arts-based job training program for area high-school
students designed to provide training in the arts while developing skills for the workplace. Assistant
Teaching Artists will primarily assist the work of a single artistic group within ArtWorks, working under
the supervision and guidance of a professional Master Teaching Artist. Apprentice programs may
include theatre, film/photography, music/art therapy, music, dance, recording arts, visual arts, culinary
arts, and/or fashion/costume design.

ArtWorks 2010 will take place outdoors and indoors at Wade Oval in University Circle and the Tri-C
Metro Campus in Cleveland. The program will operate June 16—-August 5, Monday-Friday, though
some Saturdays and evenings are required for special events.

Preferred applicants will have strong interest in teaching, prior experience as an ArtWorks apprentice
and extensive training within a specific art form. Applicants must have completed their high school
diploma by June 16, 2010 and be actively pursuing a college or technical education. An interview and
professional references are required for finalists. A background check must be completed and approved
prior to employment.

Assistant Teaching Artists will:

o directly assist their Master Teaching Artists in developing and leading specific learning/work
sessions with apprentice artists

e assist their Master Teaching Artists with various tasks as necessary, including administrative tasks

e act as professional role models for apprentice artists

e monitor and support program-wide adherence to ArtWorks policies and procedures

e manage their group’s materials, equipment, storage and clean-up as directed by their Master
Teaching Artist

e communicate important messages and documents to ArtWorks participants as requested

This position is temporary and part-time. The salary will be $9 per hour.

Assistant teaching artists will work 30-35 hours per week, Monday through Friday, from June 15-
August 5, 2010 (depending upon group assignment). The daily starting time will be 9:30 AM and the
daily ending time will be 4:00 PM unless otherwise specified. Exceptions will be made for special
events scheduled on occasional evenings and/or Saturdays.
