· A residency consists of three to six days of hands-on workshops with an individual artist or ensemble all done on site at your school.  Each day during a residency, the artist will work with three to five classes of up to 30 students each. 
· Performances are 45 minutes for a maximum of 250 students. Additional performances at the same location on the same day are available at a discounted price. 
· All programs are designed to help students gain proficiency in math or science through immersion in a creative experience with the visual arts, dance, theater/literary arts or music.  
· Programs are developed with YANEO staff and artists in collaboration with classroom teachers and school educators and can be tailored to meet the specific needs of your classroom curriculum and school calendar. 
· Schools outside of Cuyahoga County pay a travel fee of $20/day for an individual artist or $45/day for an ensemble in addition to the prices listed below.

Balloonetics, VERB Ballets (Grades K-12)





This performance carries students along on a playful journey in search of moving lines, shapes and angles. Six dancers wearing clown-like black and white costumes are required to do vigorous lifts, jumps, and turns while handling delicate, brightly colored balloons. Utilizing music from orchestral to operatic, this whimsical work with a circus-like atmosphere challenges students to build their vocabulary and enhance their skills in geometry and spatial awareness while developing creativity and imagination.

Rhythms Abounding and Sounding, Terry Boyarsky (Grades K-12)





Terry introduces music and movement, silence and stillness, rhythm and pattern into the core classroom curriculum. Using rhythmic games, group problem-solving experiments, classical music, world music and folk dance, Terry creates custom residencies based on Mathematics curriculum that enhances student self-directed behaviors. Past projects include exploring pattern ratios, proportion, fractions and mapping through music and movement. A piano is preferred, but not required.

Symmetry, Patterns and Geometry in Clay Tile Mosaics, George Woideck (Grades 3-12)





Inspired by the patterns and geometry in the mosaics of ancient Greece and Rome, this residency lets students experience the fun of a creative, hands-on ceramic project while they learn to apply geometry skills. Each student creates an individual mosaic design during this three-day program.

Kente Cloth Collage, Joann Giordano (Grades K-3)


Colorful African Kente cloth is made from narrow patterned strips that are sewn together. Students will first be introduced to African art and culture by studying African textiles and the symbolic meanings of Kente patterns. Using papers of various shapes, colors and sizes, students will then create patterned paper collages in the style of Kente. The collages are then embellished with another layer of patterning using colored markers and stamps. By manipulating geometric shapes to create the patterned paper collages, students explore the ideas of measurement, geometry, and spatial relationships.

Students replicate and create rhythms of increasing complexity while learning to play rhythm sticks.  Exploration of addition and subtraction, patterns, collecting data, and making predictions is enhanced through music and movement in this arts integrated learning experience.

Six dancers and a narrator perform. Two drummers are available for an additional fee of $125.
